"Flexi-Leads,” “Retractable,” or "Extendable" leashes are highly discouraged during
training. Some of the topics covered in our Puppy Beginner class include Name Recognition and Relationship, Sit,
Focusing, Down, Stay, Come, Proper Leash Walking, Polite Greetings (No Jumping!), Nipping (Puppies), Dog Nutrition, and
Leave It.

Advanced Obedience Group Class - $150

Building on the skills learned in the basic or puppy obedience class, the advanced obedience class offers additional
commands, including: Stay with Distractions, Target to Place, Shake (both paws), Off-leash Control/Recall, Quiet, Tunnel,
Drop It, Advanced Leash Manners & Loose-Leash Walking and Tricks.

Please have dogs on a 6 foot leash. "Flexi-Leads,” “Retractable,” or "Extendable" leashes are highly discouraged during
training. Dogs must either have completed a Basic Obedience or be tested into our Advanced Obedience class. No charge

for testing.

AKC Canine Good Citizen/Therapy Dog Preparation Class - $175

Canine Good Citizen/Therapy Dog prep class expands what you and your dog learned in our beginner class to prepare for
the AKC Canine Good Citizen exam (CGC) or for therapy dog programs such as Therapy Dogs Inc (TDI) or Delta Society.
This class meets for 6 weeks (1 hour each week) and each student/dog will have the option of taking the CGC test on the
final week, administered by our certified AKC Canine Good Citizen evaluator. CGC dogs are also prepared to take TDI or
Delta testing offered by these organizations. Below are the skills each student will need to "master" in order to pass the
exam:

1. Accepting a friendly stranger 6. Sit/Down on command - Stay

2. Sitting politely for petting 7. Coming when called

3. Appearance and Grooming 8. Reaction to another dog

4. Out for a walk (leash skills) 9. Reaction to distractions

5. Walking through a crowd 10. Supervised Separation (3 minutes)

Agility for Fun - $175

Sought after because of the enjoyment it brings to both dog and owner, agility for fun classes build your dog’s confidence
as they teach agility skills such as Jumping Hoops, Weaving Poles, Ramps, Tunnels and associated commands. Dogs must
have good basic obedience commands. Dogs must either have completed a Basic Obedience or be tested into our Agility
class.
